As servants of Christ, we are com-
pelled to extend a helping hand to 
people during times of need.

OK Districtôs Spiritual Care Kit is 
designed to offer comfort and show the love of Christ to 
those who have experienced a disaster.   

 

Here in Oklahoma, we know about disasters and remain 
particularly alert during tornado season.   However, with the 
recent storms in other states, we are reminded that a disas-
ter can strike at any time during the year.   Societies are 
encouraged to assemble Spiritual Care Kits and to keep 
them on hand so that they can be distributed quickly.  If 
every society made 50 Spiritual Care Kits, the women of 

the LWML Oklahoma District would be ready to distribute 
3840 Care Kits at a momentôs notice.   

 

What goes into the Spiritual Care Kits?  We ask that each 
kit includes a Bible or New Testament. Other religious ma-
terials to be considered are: Portals of Prayer, LWML Quar-
terly, a prayer book, LWML pencil or pen, LWML notepad, 
and an LWML bear. Items can be placed in a tote bag, 
plastic bag, or another bag for easy carrying and storing.  A 
card with your churchôs name, address, and contact infor-
mation can also be included.

Find the link on the home 
page. It can be printed and applied to a bag as a sticker or 
iron-on transfer.
